WANTED: CREATIVE MUSEUM CURATORS
Many specialized museums are opening up around Korea that seem to have a narrow focus but a much larger purpose.  For example, the Peace Museum in Cheju-do, which highlights the forced-labor tunnels the Japanese constructed with Korean labor is more a testament to a lack of peace in the past and yet a call for peace in the future.

This way of communicating an ideal while seeming to discuss something else has always been a hallmark of literature – especially World Literature.

Not to be outdone, TCIS is proposing a Literary Freedom Museum and has commissioned your class to construct the opening exhibit called “Imprisoned Lives,” which will explore restrictions of freedom as illustrated in Albert Camus’s The Stranger, Franz Kafka’s The Metamorphosis, and Primo Levi’s Survival in Auschwitz.  You will be asked to create and gather background artifacts for the exhibit and determine which “artifacts” will best present your message and cause museum patrons (classmates, teachers) to understand freedom by examining imprisonment.

You will be asked to prepare your exhibit for the museum’s grand opening on __5/6/7 June_ (date).

There will be one exhibit per novel, per class.  Each exhibit must feature at least five different types of artifacts showcased in the most visually compelling way possible.  Museum curators will be required to “communicate the ideal while discussing the theme.”
