Visual artworks exploring major themes within novel (such as inhumanity, human dignity, idealism, freedom, value of work, etc.).  Must include written explanation of colours, materials, and images.

Write and perform a monologue of Levi after he is released at the end of the novel.  Monologue should reflect how he spent his time, what thoughts move through his head, and how the process changes him (physically and mentally).  Should be performed and recorded.
	A2: OP
Writing a ballad, song, or poem that captures character or tone of the novel as a whole.  Should be performed with music and recorded.

	A1:COMP
Create a promotional calendar for the novel with 12 images (drawn, photographed, or scanned) that show the main ideas or characters from the novel.  Also include a written explanation for the calendar.

Rewrite a scene from another character's perspective in the style of Levi.

	A2: ANIT
Write a formal essay on one of the following topics:  Why the setting of the novel is so important for the development of the themes presented OR Describe an important theme of the novel and explore how it is still relevant for students today.
	A2: COMP
Make an Auschwitz scrapbook for Levi. Try to use photos, pictures, and memorabilia that look authentic; while portraying the horror.
